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Abstract: New kinds of research with the Historical Sample of the Netherlands. 
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 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Basic object of the Historical Sample of the Netherlands (HSN) is to compile life history data as complete as possible for a representative portion of the 19th and 20th century population. The sample necessary for this purpose is based on the birth register from the period 1812-1922  (n=77.000). In this way the HSN serves as a national database to be used as the core for other databases, assisting researchers who otherwise would have had to start from scratch. 

In several projects part of this HSN-database was used as starting point for data collection on special projects that included second or even third generations of research persons. Collecting the life careers of the grandchildren, the children and/or the parents of the original sampled research persons did this. In connection with these projects research persons were sampled by way of other sample criteria. Immigrants who cannot be found by definition in the birth certificates were sampled from population registers, marriage certificates were used as a base for getting specific regional samples with a lot of second generation offspring etc. Moreover multi-generation research was further extended by including attributes of parents or children to the life career of the originally sampled persons.  

In my contribution I will go into several of these multi-generational analysis, highlighting questions, data structure and results of the past research.
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
